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New CNC300ECO Controller from ProCom

Support for touch displays, optional 

integration of mobile terminals and the associated remote control capability 

round out the list of features. 

The CNC300ECO controller was created within a BMBF sponsored project in which ProCom, 

another controller vendor, three machine manufacturers and two institutes of the Technical 

University of Aachen developed “multimodal, task-oriented operating systems for flexible and 

user-centric human-machine interaction on production machines” (MaxiMMI).
